o Make no physical contact with people beyond the members of my own household.
¢ Maintaim a six foot or more distance from others in the congregation.
e Respectany requests for distance, masking, cleaning, to ensure the safety and comfort
level of others, even as restrictions are reduced.
Seek and serve Chiist in all people
¢ Trust and support the decisions of our congregational leaders.
